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10%-10%-10% Principle of Stewardship

Dear Brothers in the Anglican Mission,

The purpose of this letter is to mention to each of you the principle of stewardship underlying the work of the Anglican Mission. This principle -- known as “the 10%-10%-10%” -- is an essential component of the financial stability that enables the Anglican Mission to fund new church plants and to provide certain aid to congregations as well as function nationally and internationally.

Our Property, Financial and Administrative Policies which are enclosed declare in part: 

“…we strongly urge all congregations and churches to prayerfully consider fully participating in the 10%-10%10% Principle of Giving as a tithe formula through which (i) each individual member is called to contribute 10% of his/her/their income to the Anglican Mission church, (ii) each Anglican Mission parish, then is asked to contribute 10% of its income to the Anglican Mission through its National Mission Resource Center, and (iii) the Anglican Mission does contribute 10% of its income to the Anglican Provinces/Primates providing oversight.”

These policies have been in place since the origin of the Anglican Mission. The 10%-10%-10% Principle of Stewardship is not mandatory, but it is the steadiest of our funding sources. Your participation in this stewardship matter is essential.

Please know of our prayers regularly for those of you on “the front lines” in carrying out the mission of the Mission.

This is to acknowledge that we have read the above statement and hope by the grace of our Lord and Savior to follow the Principle of Stewardship policy of the Anglican Mission.
